What is climate action?

Any activity that responds to climate change can be climate 
action. Most climate actions fall into two groups:

1
Reducing greenhouse gas (GHG) 
emissions. This is called “mitigation.”

2
Adapting to climate hazards, like very 
hot weather or storms. This is called 
“adaptation.” (Source: NASA)
