Students are often absent from school because they are sick or have a doctor’s appointment.  Research shows that poor health has a direct impact on students’ ability to succeed in school.  Healthy children are more likely to perform better and learn more throughout the school day.  To help our students be as healthy as possible, our school has a School-Based Health Center (SBHC) located in Room #______.   Therefore, we would like you to consider enrolling your child/ren in our SBHC.
For your information, a SBHC operates like a doctor’s office.  Some of the medical services provided by our SBHC include routine preventative care such as physicals, and immunizations, as well as treatment for acute and chronic conditions, such as asthma, and diabetes.  Using the services at the SBHC provides your child with the advantage of receiving quality medical care with the convenience of not having to miss much time out of class.  Research shows that students who use SBHCs on a regular basis decrease absenteeism by 50% as well as decreased hospitalizations and trips to the emergency room.  
The School-Based Health Center is of no cost to you or your child.  Your child will never be turned away from receiving care regardless of insurance or immigration status.  However, if you do have insurance that covers your child, it is very important for you to provide this information to the SBHC in order for the SBHC to directly bill your insurance company for services provided.  

It is important for you to complete and sign the enclosed parental consent form in order for your child to obtain medical care at the SBHC.  If you do not complete and sign the parental consent form, your child can only be treated in an emergency situation or given first aide.  
Again, I encourage you to complete and sign the enclosed consent form and bring it to the SBHC.  If you have any questions please feel free to contact me.
