Dear Parents, 
Students taking H7 (usually seniors) must complete 20 hours of community service;  up to 10 of the 20 hours may be completed in the junior year.  The summer between the senior and junior year will count as the senior year.  

Twenty hours of community service is the MINIMUM amount of hours needed to pass the Participation in Government (H7) class.  However, when a student completes more than 50 hours of community service they are placed on a scholarship list.  This list is distributed to all staff that play a role in the selection of student recipients of community service awards at graduation.  There are numerous awards and scholarships for students who have exemplary community service.
The accumulation of community service hours for awards and scholarships can begin freshman year.  Documentation is extremely important.  Proof is required for every activity your child participates in.  Proof can take the form of a letter from the organization or the utilization of any of the forms in the packet seniors receive in the h7 class.  Community service forms are also available in the COSA office.
As your child accumulates hours and documentation of those hours, they must hold onto their proof until they are seniors.  Only teachers of H7 collect all documentation.
