	Measure of Student Learning
	1. Students will describe the connection between a need and a want by identifying the facts, details, and illustrations in the text. Students will also explain the difference between a want and a need.

2. Students will do a close read of the images from Good and Services and     describe how the images support the text and how the illustrations helped them. Student will draw a picture and write a caption to explain their thinking.
3. Students will consider the needs and wants of others. They will draw an image of something they wish someone had and express an opinion with a partner to explain their perspective.

	Performance Based Assessment
	Task: Decisions
The information in this unit teaches readers about needs and wants and about the decisions people make based on these needs and wants.

Together as a class, students will decide on the things that they need or want for the classroom community; they will compose a list of these items. Based on the readings of the two texts, they might decide to save for what they need or want but also to give to someone else something they might need or want. Students will use this information to write an opinion piece.

Each student will choose an item off of the class generated “Needs and Wants” list. They will write an opinion piece to support their belief that this item should be obtained by the class.
Students will:
• Introduce the need or want
• State their opinion
• Supply a reason
• Create a sense of closure.
