	Measure of Student Learning
	1. Will it be warm or cold? Should we wear shorts or pants? Shoes or boots? Children will, with prompting and support, practice asking and answering questions about the book What Will the Weather Be? To learn new information.
2. Children will choose a book and consider how the illustrations help the reader identify the main topic of the text. Children will draw the main idea and provide details though pictures and words.
3. Children will tell/write/draw about their favorite kind of weather using weather words to describe that kind of weather.

	Performance Based Assessment
	Task: Weather Forecast
Children will pretend that they are a weather forecaster. They will use what they learned from What Will the Weather Be? and Weather Words and What They Mean to draw, dictate, and write to explain a forecast.
Children will:
• draw a picture of two kinds of weather
• label the pictures with today and tomorrow
• write about the weather in each picture
• use complete sentences
Children will present their forecast to the class.
