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	IEP Driven Assistive Technology

A tool used to provide the student with disabilities access to the curriculum that otherwise would NOT be available to him/her due to a disability.

For example, a student with illegible handwriting (due to motoric difficulties, a physical diagnosis or dysgraphia) may benefit from use of a portable word processor to produce legible written assignments comparable to peers in the same placement setting (i.e General Education, ICT, Special Education)

	Instructional Technology 

A tool that a teacher and educational support staff utilize to enhance their teaching, to provide practice and to motivate a student.  It is typically used to help a student learn a skill, but if taken away the student would still be able to access the curriculum.

Examples of instructional technology are Handwriting without Tears, Wilson Reading Program, and Fast ForWord.
