MALE VOICE:  - -.
FEMALE VOICE:  - -.  There are - -, so it would take about 15 minutes - -, okay.  First I'm going to talk about - -, and then I will talk about some of the - - and - - the proposed budget for - - 13 and - -.  So how did C4E come about?  - - and - - and they won.  Yeah, they won, and - - to educate - -, and - - were formed back in 2007.  And then - -.  However, it was - - the schools all the funding that was - -, so - -.  Okay, the 2007/2008 school year marked the first year that New York City public school received the allocation - - in five years - - for the next five years to allocate the - -.  Okay.  So - - talk about - -.  The friends of - - program--that - - mean that every school - - the money for all of the programs, because really the funding is experimental.  The - -, and that could mean - -; it could mean that those people keep their - - smaller, or - - the class for the first time in any - -.  There is also - - one-on-one tutoring or other small group - -.  The - - we also used was - -, and that just means any point - - the program.  - - or programs that - -.  - - four?  Alright, so - - the students with the most - -, so that was an hour paid for - -.  And the - - funding - -.  And then - - finally for - -.  This is not - - absolute - -.  Finally it provided a unique - - so that it understood the requirement, which is included in - - funding.  And then there are restricted funds, which may be spent according to - -.  - - with research - -.  Okay, on this slide we see how - - restricted fund - - 194 million - - that represents - - of the - - and then 109 million or 32% is for - -.  And then 4% - - initiative - - equals 16 million and 8% from the - -.  And again - -.  So of the 194 thousand that was - -, - - budget and that's for - -.  If that's - - tax break, there's - - funds - -.  190 million is targeted for a specific program based on a specific need - -.  Okay, and 16 million was proposed to be used for - - program that supports - - and - - million dollars for - - program for students with low academic - -.  Alright, now - - about how--you know, what percentage of the fund - -.  We see that the fund's - - 89% was 208 million - - our teachers.  7.5 million, or 3%, will go to other staff.  25.1 million, or 7%, will go - - program, and then 1% goes to - -.  - - the grand total is $3,039,263 and - - fund and 33% will be spent on the - -; less than 1% on pre-K programs; 14% on - - programs.  - - on teacher - - professional development and then most of the funds will be spent on - -.  Okay, you can find - - information about - -.  Now, this - - and it gives a little bit more detail - - for - - creating 90% of the budget - -.  And then actually pointing to that - - amount, and - - funding, so - -.  Okay, - - percent of the funding will go to our staff, - - servicing, - - million, but I - - like 170 - -.  - - mentoring or professional development opportunities - -.  Okay, District 13 will not - - money on - - restructuring - -, and 10% on minor programs for - -.  Okay, so - - this year a number of schools - - labeled and categorized as - - schools, and these schools were identified by the - - as - - or - - and - - out of the - -.  As we - -, and the - - is now, you know, has disadvantaged - -; that's why - - the department will focus on - -.  Okay, - - criteria for - - target - - schools, and - - of schools that are targeted as - -.  - - so - - and this part of the program will - -, and - - feedback for - -, and - - feedback by emailing. MALE VOICE:  - -?

FEMALE VOICE:  Yes.  - -.  Any questions?

MALE VOICE:  - -.  Oh, sorry about that.

FEMALE VOICE:  That's okay.

MALE VOICE:  - -?

FEMALE VOICE:  So this is a proposed with - -, and - - the STEM - - and - - that will run, no data was - - for that - -.
MALE VOICE: - -.

FEMALE VOICE:  Okay.  Okay, so - - probably in - -?  
MALE VOICE:  Mm-hmm.

FEMALE VOICE:  Okay.  And so they - - funding that - - and - - the - - fund that was - -; none of the schools have indicated that in their budgeting, in their spending - -.  This is for the current school year.

MALE VOICE:  Right, for the current school year.  Oh, okay.

FEMALE VOICE:  And so I just want to show - - and - -.  
MALE VOICE:  - -.

FEMALE VOICE:  Until the - - one?

MALE VOICE:  - -.  But the proposal of - - how, you know, how - -.

FEMALE VOICE:  Okay, so - -.

MALE VOICE:  You - - education of - -.  You know, I - -; I know - - specific need that we designated, or how is that - -?  How is--

FEMALE VOICE:  Okay, - -, you know, - -.

MALE VOICE:  But how - - like - -?

FEMALE VOICE:  No, but - - allocated - -, I would - -.

MALE VOICE:  How do you determine - -?

FEMALE VOICE:  Okay, so that was - - that - -.

MALE VOICE:  Yeah, but - - you added the - -.

FEMALE VOICE:  - - and complications of - -.  So - - and - -, and so - - now - -.  They're getting - - structure has not - -.

MALE VOICE:  - -.

FEMALE VOICE:  What is - -.  I know it's - -.

MALE VOICE:  But - -.  How do you - - category, and then when it comes to - - 13, then how - - provide - -?

FEMALE VOICE:  Well, we - - as a bucket of money, right?  And we - -, and that's how much - - is allocated, so - - of dollars funding - -.  So - - the funding - -, right?  And from the textbook - - supplements and updates.  But here - - specific in the way - -.
MALE VOICE:  Oh.

FEMALE VOICE:  Right - - all get funded is the goal - - and how much money will be allocated - -.  So - - thinking that they have complete - -, then - - on your side for - - Saturday - -.

MALE VOICE:  - - and - - standards - -.

FEMALE VOICE:  So what they do is they look at all the schools that - - money into that - -.

MALE VOICE:  Okay.  - - here, and then they?

FEMALE VOICE:  Correct.  - - of our schools - -.  If it puts money - -, that's a - - pool you have - - set aside, and that - -.

MALE VOICE:  So - - last year we spent one million--I mean, what really - -, and now we want to put more money to - - programs via - -.

FEMALE VOICE:  - - they're going to get a - -.  But is it just one district, or is it - -?

MALE VOICE:  I - -, but - - because you're - - people - - great ideas; I mean, this crowd - -.  I mean, - -.  Are you - -?  When - - and when is that - -?  When does that - -?

FEMALE VOICE:  Okay, we have a very narrow - -.
MALE VOICE:  But if you - -.  But who - - that haven't been included - - the end of the year?

FEMALE VOICE:  No, it - -.  
MALE VOICE:  We're going to be - -?

FEMALE VOICE:  We're going to - -.

MALE VOICE:  And - -, where do we go?  - -.

FEMALE VOICE:  - - go to the city - -.  And then - - many districts say - -.

MALE VOICE:  - -.

FEMALE VOICE:  And that - -.  You know, and I'm sure that - -, it will become - - somehow - -.

MALE VOICE:  - -.

FEMALE VOICE:  Oh.  But - - people - - who gets it - -.

MALE VOICE:  And the - -.

FEMALE VOICE:  It's been - -.

MALE VOICE:  - -.

FEMALE VOICE:  So - - reschedule.  So let's say - - schedule--let's say - - schedule in - -.

MALE VOICE:  But you - -.

FEMALE VOICE:  No, - - schools have scheduled - - how we want to spend money.  - - all the time - -.

MALE VOICE:  And does it say who or does it say - -, or?

FEMALE VOICE:  That money is clearly earmarked for - -, and - - spending it on - -.  When you want to - -, it's not too much; - - clear that - - run out - - funding - -.  Let's hope we don't run out of funding.  So - - doesn't allow a lot of shenanigans that much, and so - -.

MALE VOICE:  But - -.

FEMALE VOICE:  No, - -.

MALE VOICE:  And, and all - -.  So how much money do you have - - on the - - the funding - - with the - - every year, how much - - and how much - -?

FEMALE VOICE:  - -.

MALE VOICE:  - -?

FEMALE VOICE:  - -.

MALE VOICE:  - -.

FEMALE VOICE:  So - - partner - -.

MALE VOICE:  - -?  About the first five minutes.  I don't know, - -.

FEMALE VOICE:  - -.

MALE VOICE:  - -, and the amount we were supposed to get - -.

FEMALE VOICE:  That - - the same - -.

MALE VOICE:  Well, but our - - is - - every year - -.

FEMALE VOICE:  I don't know - -, but - - that the allocated - -.

MALE VOICE:  And the - - was--came about because - - New York City - - were spending - -.  Right?

FEMALE VOICE:  No.

MALE VOICE:  - - didn't know about - -.

FEMALE VOICE:  - -.

MALE VOICE:  - - now - -.  I mean, the twelve million dollars - -.  What do you think - -?

FEMALE VOICE: - -.

MALE VOICE:  - - more than that.
