FEMALE VOICE:  --I’d show us how much money from the C4E is going to individual schools in our district. Okay.  - - Are all schools in our district getting C4E funds?  
FEMALE VOICE 2:  Yes. 
FEMALE VOICE 1:  Okay.  And do you have a ballpark range?

FEMALE VOICE 2:  No.

FEMALE VOICE 1:  No.

FEMALE VOICE 2:  I don’t get those results in, so, no, I - - you, well, I can’t. 

FEMALE VOICE 1:  Okay.  But are we talking like tens of thousands, hundreds of thousands.

FEMALE VOICE 2:  I mean it’s based on per capita, it’s based on the number of students in each individual school.  So that varies a person district, the school—

FEMALE VOICE 1:  Okay.  And is there any evidence, or has anybody studied whether the C4E existence has actually done anything to reduce class size?

FEMALE VOICE 2:  That’d be a question for a specific - - in Contract for Excellence - -.  They could probably tell you.  Someone from the DOE can probably tell you - - what to, and what to do.
FEMALE VOICE 3:  And the allocation for the Contract of Excellence is public on individual schools website.  You go to statistics, and you can see there for, for each school.  Contract for Excellence I believe is listed - -.
