MALE VOICE 2:  The restricted part of - - , does that come from the state or the DOE when the money comes to them?  You know, the way that allocate that fund, they restrict certain parts of it and - - unrestricted - - restricted the way the school spends that money.

FEMALE VOICE 1:  - - comes from the state.  Contracts for excellence comes from the state and they make allocations given to the schools for certain areas, certain programs.  The DOE pulls of that so that way they can have different initiatives - - I'm sorry--different initiatives but they will hold some back on their end and not allocate it to the schools because they have initiatives that they are also running citywide for the school for - - .  So, all the C4E dollars comes from the state.

MALE VOICE 2:  No, I understand, but you said they hold some back.

FEMALE VOICE 1:  Yes.

MALE VOICE 2:  To do what?

FEMALE VOICE 1:  As I said in the previous slide, if we can go back, there are examples of what the city does.  So, when it's given to the school, it's for those areas - - and so forth - - .

FEMALE VOICE 2:  Can I just answer some - - ?  You know what it is?  Sometimes you have to wait to see if you get all these kids that you kind of like rejected, and then they're going to release the money to you.  It kind of works like that.  You know, like you get more kids and then you get the money, but--

MALE VOICE 2:  [Interposing] Yeah, but the question is do you get part of the--

FEMALE VOICE 2:  [Interposing] That's why they--

MALE VOICE 2:  [Interposing] No, no, no.  Do you get the unrestricted part after you get more kids?  I don't understand.

FEMALE VOICE 2:  Yes.  She's going to answer that for you, but you do get it but there is a time certainly.  You know, we have to be within this particular timeframe.  It's tough.  It's a real balancing act for the principals and the - - when you get the children and then you need to say open another class.

MALE VOICE 2:  So, it's like a lottery process.  We'll get--

FEMALE VOICE 2:  [Interposing] No, it's not.  It's not a lottery.  It's just sometimes it's who comes to your school, who comes through the door--
