If for some reason the device is LOST or STOLEN during transport or while within the care of the family, a
Police Report must be completed and submitted prior to a new device being issued.

Regarding iPads: These devices should NOT be given to the student until "Find my iPad" has been
activated so that the device can be tracked if lost.
