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Saturday Academy’s Rules
THIS RULES APPLY TO ALL THE STUDENTS ATTENDING SATURDAY ACADEMY
1. The purpose of Saturday Academy is to provide extra help for students at risk of failing their classes and/or the Regents and Portfolios.
2. Saturday Academy is a mandatory and intensive academic intervention program.
3. Saturday Academy starts at 10:00 AM and end at 2:00 PM.  Students attend for 4 hours.
4. If there are too many students attending Saturday Academy in one subject, we will request the help of another teacher within the department.
5. Students are expected to arrive between 9:50 and 10:00 AM.
6. Students are expected to work hard with the teacher to increase their chances of passing their classes and/or the Regents and Portfolios

7. Parents are expected to support the school by sending their students on time to school on Saturday
8. Parents must call the school and speak to me or Mr. Nunez whenever their students are going to be late or absent.  If parents do not call the school, their students will not be excused and this may result in their removal from Saturday Academy.
9. We will call the student’s homes when the students are either late or absent to inform the parents.
10. The students will have a 10 minute-break from 12:00 to 12:10 PM and Lunch will be served at 2:00 PM
CONSEQUENCES
1.  If students are late two or more times or absent, they will be dismissed from Saturday Academy and will have to go to Summer School.

2.  All the school rules and regulations apply to the students during Saturday Academy.

3.  Teachers must provide Mr. Nunez in advance with a list of the students that they expect for Saturday Academy.

4.  Students must contact Mr. Nunez to request a Metro Card to attend Saturday Academy.

(Please, understand that students are not entitled to Saturday Academy.  This is an extra help that our school provide at a time of budget cuts.  Teachers, custodial staff, Safety Agents, etc., are paid to work on Saturday even if the students do not show up.  Therefore, we must work together to have our students attend and take advantage of the help we provide and not waste dearly needed financial resources).
