If you have forgotten you school’s L2RPT password, please do the following: Go to the NYSED Business Portal (http://portal.nysed.gov/portal/page/pref/PortalApp) and follow the link for ‘Forgot your password.’ This is the same portal used for ordering of state tests, etc. Please enter in the information requested, including your school’s BEDS code. You will be emailed a temporary password, which you use to log on and create a new password. 

If the school administrator has changed since last year, you will need to send a letter to NYSED with the new principal’s name and your school’s BEDS code. NYSED will have to issue a new user name and password for the NYSED Business Portal. Please call the Office of State Assessment at (518) 474-5902 for more information on where to send the letter.
