	· Checks for understanding
	· I can more consistently plan the monitoring of learning in advance so I make time to check for their understanding before moving on and reteach as necessary.
· Plan questions to assess student understanding at key points of lesson.
	My AP shared feedback that I sometimes move to the next part of the lesson without checking for understanding first. When I surveyed my students informally in the winter, they shared that sometimes I move on to the next topic too fast.
	· Try using a “sticky response” where midway through the lesson I ask each student to respond to a pivotal question with a short sentence on a sticky note so I can scan their answers.
