1: Student Film Story Submission Guidelines & Structure and Questions Page
A. Film Story Guidelines 
Your film story must reflect the 2010 film festival theme, “Where I’m From…” and show us the places, cultures, and things that have shaped your life.  It should demonstrate what you want your audience to ultimately see in your film.  “Where I’m From…” could be your neighborhood; somewhere you feel closest to your true self; your ancestry, culture or heritage; where you were born or anything that has had a profound influence on your life. Each personal film story should include:
· a well-developed idea based on the theme of the film festival, ”Where I’m From…”;
*Since this is a short film story project, you should attempt to select a story from your life that can be told with 2-3 locations and characters.

· one to two typed pages with a clear beginning, middle and end to your story

What do you see when you look at me?  What comes to mind when you hear me speak?  Do I remind you of something or someone else? Do you have reservations about me or others who look, sound or act like me? Do you really think you know me?  All assumptions aside . . . do you?

We are proud to invite you to join your middle school peers to “express yourself” using the medium of film.  Our theme for this years 2009-2010 film festival is “Where I’m From…” and promises to engage you in an exciting and retrospective journey that will push you to the limits of creative thinking, writing and filmmaking.
