Automated External Defibrillator (AED) Program
Key Points:

· State Education Law Section 917 requires public school administrators to ensure the presence of at least one (1) operable AED at each school building, as well as appropriately trained and certified staff who can respond to medical emergencies that require Cardio-Pulmonary Resuscitation/Automated External Defibrillator (CPR/AED).

In addition, the law requires trained responders and AED(s) at all school sponsored or approved curricular or extra-curricular activities, including athletic events, on- or off-site.
For schools/programs which share space, each Principal must ensure that their school is AED/CPR ready at all times.
· The DOE recommends each school/program have a minimum of 6 AED/CPR trained responders.
· The NYC DOE will conduct two unannounced drills at each school building during the academic year. All schools within a building are expected to participate. The drills are designed to refresh and enhance skills learned during CPR/AED training.

· Individual and group trainings are available.

· At least 8 participants must be registered to schedule training at a school site.

· Charter school staff will be required to supply the last 4 digits of their social security number to register.

Frequent Asked Questions:

· How long is CPR/AED certification valid for?
A: 2 years

· How much does AED/CPR training cost?
A: Training via the DOE link above is FREE for DOE employees and charter school staff.

· Are other training options available (instead of DoE provided training via link above)?

A: Yes, any American Heart Association (AHA) and American Safety and Health Institute (ASHI) approved training is valid.  However, fees may apply and AHA/ASHI certificates must be granted.

· How do schools obtain an AED?
A: Contact the AED Program Managers at the Office of School Health at 718-391-8227/8566.

· What should a school do if their AED is lost or stolen?
A: A police report should be filed and faxed to the Office of School Health at 718-391-8128 so that a replacement AED may be processed.
