MALE VOICE:  They maintained the same level, but they haven't increased it.

FEMALE VOICE:  Right. 

MALE VOICE:  So there's no increase, but they have funded it at that level for the last five years?  Okay.  

MALE VOICE:  Anything else?  - - ?

FEMALE VOICE:  I have a question or a comment.  I see there's a lot of records to maintaining class size, but just to clarify, there's no money being put toward - - reduction in those class sizes, is that true?

FEMALE VOICE:  - - .

FEMALE VOICE:  But right now, with the capacity of most - - schools, they're not going to be able to do that because of the - - they're overcrowded - - . 

FEMALE VOICE:  - - .

FEMALE VOICE:  So having another teacher in the class is also considered a class size reduction without actually reducing class size.

FEMALE VOICE:  Right, because it increases the ratio - - .  But is there any money--because there was a lot of - - maintaining class size.  Is there any money, or is there a goal of reduction of class size, or is that based on the individual principal?
FEMALE VOICE:  - - funding, and it's based on - - individual principal.

FEMALE VOICE:  Okay.  

MALE VOICE:  Anyone else?

FEMALE VOICE:  - - anybody else has - - . 

MALE VOICE:  Are these slides available online?

FEMALE VOICE:  Yes, they will be - - .
