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FEMALE VOICE 1:  - -

MALE VOICE 1:  I have a quick question.  In class size reduction the numbers of, does that mean the schools are adding an ICT class is what I would like to know.  Is that there way of reducing class size as you were mentioning, I guess the teacher to student ratio, is that what considers the class size and then my other question for the model programs, who's getting the money?  Is it going to schools or is it to the district and the district that's - - funds out to the schools that need it or is it directed towards specialized schools?  Anyone else on the board, counsel have questions?

MALE VOICE 2:  I think that for years and years class - - has been an issue and they're never going to be resolved.  This is something they just do for the public - - do something about it, nothing's going to be done about it.  When you do reduce a few students the population grow.  So what do you do?  You have to build more schools and that's not happening in this community.  We need to build more middle schools and you just can't double up the schools and - - students - -, it doesn’t work and I don't believe in it, I don't think it will happen.  I think it will continue to - -, I think you just - - military they'll figure you do these drills if you get - - but nothing's going to happen when you get attacked.  The ship is going to go down.  They always telling us about reducing craft sizes and that's never going to happen.  I hope they will put something really into and actually - - actually reduce class size and mean it.
MALE VOICE 1:  I'll open it up the floor, does anyone have questions?

FEMALE VOICE 1:  Well based on looking at - - I agree that I think that more middle schools are needed, there are more children coming into the elementary level year after year and they're growing the elementary schools to accommodate the - - but they're not doing that with the middle schools.  I don't see how they're going to achieve class reduction.  I know for a fact - - most of our - - you have to question why is it less than 26 but a majority of our classes are more than 26 to a class so I would be curious to know how each individual school that's - - on this list, whether or not they are required to submit to the district - - reduction.  Not to say okay, here is the money and you can, you know what - -.  You know because giving you the money doesn't make the class reduction, they have to have a plan in place so if it requires - - back to the district - - giving back to the district before the money is actually going to them to show that this is our plan to reduce the class size and if they're reducing class size then what happens with the number of teachers because if you're reducing the class size, let's see if you have a class that has - - you want to reduce that to take 25, now you have another 10 students that could potentially be another class.  What do you do with them and now you need another teacher even if you make another class now you need another teacher.  A lot of the schools don't have the room to have a separate class.  So without having the physical space to be able to do that how is it going to be achieved?

MALE VOICE 2:  I think the - - should build more schools but they claim they don't have the real estate.  But if you go down - - Boulevard, you'll see they cleared the whole - -.  I think they should use that - - domain and you see the counsel's got two city council members here, I think you should bring it back to them and get us an imminent domain and build some more schools.  Especially middle schools and by saying that we just have somebody from - - too who came in later.
MALE VOICE 3:  - - we added more - - in our schools - - and that's, because before the - - the school had 41 kids in the 6th grade - - 

FEMALE VOICE 2:  I understand what you're saying but for that to work around on paper because in reality - -.  You're not changing anything.  You're changing it on paper to say yeah this is what we've done but the physical space.

MALE VOICE 1:  We have to just make this, I'm sorry - - at this moment.  Does anyone else have a question?  - -

FEMALE VOICE 1:  - -

FEMALE VOICE 1:  - - when the principal sits down to go over the - - plan for the year is there a line somewhere in his or her budget to account for the money that's coming in? 

FEMALE VOICE 2:  - -

FEMALE VOICE 1:  But there should be a line somewhere you know like, you have the budget right - - allocated so there should be a line in there to allocate what money is being received but is that something that they know at the beginning of the year - -?

FEMALE VOICE 2:  - - so if this is something that not every school has so it doesn't mean that - - but if our school does have it then it should, am I correct that there should be a line in the budget for this to account for?

MALE VOICE 3:  - - went to the orientation as a new member - - explaining the choices that parents had, one of the things that struck me is they made the comment that children that come in speaking another language - - transitional as they learn English they get more, they do more English and she pointed out that children that are in this program do very well throughout life.  They excel so it occurred to me in our school and I know there are other schools where second languages aren't given - -.  They're not given the opportunity to learn a second language.  So they're sort of being held back.  They're not getting the same thing that the - - children are getting which is wonderful and I find that, the world we live in, in a global economy, the children not to have you know a second language and then when they get to high school, they get to college - - and I was just, I - -.
