   RATING IN COMPARISON TO CLASSMATES





OT SERVICES are designated for eligible students whose difficulties significantly impede participation in school.  OT promotes strategies to be implemented by teachers or family for students who are not eligible for services.


HANDWRITING is addressed by OT only when underlying components (motor, visual and perceptual) significantly impede function and the student requires intervention beyond basic classroom instruction and practice.  Handwriting is not an OT concern if it is consistent with the student’s written expression abilities.  


Appropriate HANDWRITING EXPECTATIONS FOR KINDERGARTEN students incorporate varying levels of developmental readiness and skill.  


WRITTEN EXPRESSION is influenced by skills in reading, spelling, cognition and language.  OT does not directly address expressive writing skills.
