4.1.2 NEW YORK STATE STAFFING REQUIREMENTS

AMENDMENT TO THE REGULATIONS
OF THE COMMISSIONER OF EDUCATION
Pursuant to Section 207 of the Education Law

Sections 91.1 and 91.2 of the Regulations of the Commissioner of Education are
repealed and new Sections 91.1 and 91.2 are added, effective February 18, 1974, to read as

follows:

Section 91.2 Employment of school library media specialist. Each school district
shall employ a certified school library media specialist, unless equivalent service is
provided by an alternative arrangement approved by the Commissioner, in accordance
with the following standards:

In a secondary school with an enrollment of not more than 100 pupils, a
certified school library media specialist should devote at least one school
period each day to school library work.

In a secondary school with an enrollment of more than 100 but not more
than 300 pupils, a certified school library media specialist shall devote at
least two school periods each day to school library work.

In a secondary school with an enrollment of more than 300 but not more
than 500 pupils, a certified school library media specialist shall devote at
least one-half of each school day to school library work.

In a secondary school with an enrollment of more than 500 but not more
than 700 pupils, a certified school library media specialist shall devote at
least five school periods each day to school library work.

In a secondary school with an enrollment of more than 700 but less than
1,000 pupils, a certified school library media specialist shall devote the entire
school day to school library work.

One additional full-time assistant certified school library media specialist
shall be employed in each secondary school for each additional 1,000 pupils
enrolled in such school.
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
