Kindergarten Registration for the 2012-2013 School Year
Applications for Kindergarten admission for September 2012 will be available in the school’s main office beginning January 10, 2012.  Registration will take place on Tuesdays and Wednesdays, January 10 – February 29, 2012 from 9:00 AM – 10:30 AM.  Parents wishing to apply for a kindergarten seat for their child born in 2007 must complete the application no later than March 2, 2012. School Safety
In order to ensure the safety of the students, please note the following regulations:
· Parking is not permitted in front of the school
· No turns are permitted from Hillside Avenue on to 235 Court from 8:00 AM to 9:00 AM and 2:30 PM to 3:30 PM.
· Double-parking and blocking driveways is not permitted
· The NYC Police Department will issue tickets to cars not in compliance
· Parking is available on Hillside Avenue and Range Street
· Students are only to the cross 235 Court at the corners where a Crossing Guard is stationed.

Emergency School Closing
During the winter season, there is the possibility of a major snow storm.  The following information explains the Department of Education procedures for this type of situation.  By 6:00 a.m., the Chancellor will make an announcement whether to close schools or delay their opening.  A delayed opening will result in the regular starting time being two hours later.  Announcements regarding school closure or delayed opening can be accessed on the following radio stations: WINS (1010 AM), WCBS (880 AM), WABC (770 AM) as well as the following television stations: WCBS (Channel 2), WABC (Channel 7), WNBC (Channel 4) and “NY 1” (Channel 1 on cable television).  Please turn to the identified radio and/or TV stations or contact the 311 information line if you have questions regarding school closings or delayed openings.
Parent Workshops
