Toolkit for Conducting Evaluations

· Piggy bank or film canisters with coins to test in hand manipulation


· School age books to test reading and visual motor skills (can be used to check for saccadic function.
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· Colored blocks to test ability to copy designs in 3 dimensions and follow directions.
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· Beads and string for lacing to test pincer grasp and bilateral coordination.
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· Scissors to test cutting skills and scissor grasp
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· Pencils, pens, crayons for various writing tasks, along with pencil grips / adaptive writing tools
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· Dressing materials to test management of clothing fasteners



· Tools, such as ruler, calculator, paper clip, stapler, pencil sharpener, hole puncher, glue
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· Balls (large and small) to test coordination and praxis



· Colored pencil / eraser tips for oculomotor assessment -- to test tracking, saccades and convergence
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· Rapper snapper or other toys to manage / engage the inattentive or difficult student




· A packet of all necessary paperwork such as Checklist for Conducting OT Evaluations, blank paper, lined paper, handouts with shapes for cutting and following directions, etc…

For the Older Student:
· Caculator and other tools typically used by older students.  Ask student to perform age appropriate calculations, such as multiplying or dividing multi-digit numbers using the calculator.  
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· Ruler, protractor and other measurement tools.  Ask student to draw a line of 3.5 inches.  Make the task easier or harder depending on level of student.



· Beaker.   Ask student to fill beaker with 100 ml of water.  Make the task easier or harder depending on level of student. 
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· Children’s Dictionary.   Ask student to turn to a specific page in the book.  Then ask them to look up the definition of a word on that page and read it to you.  
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
