· Your child’s snack needs to be in a sturdy container with your child’s name on it.  A light snack such as a piece of fruit or half a sandwich is suggested.  Please do not send candy or gum.

· Your child should be able to use the bathroom without the teacher helping with his/her clothing.

· Label all of your child’s possessions including hats, jackets, sweaters, lunch box, snack box, with his/her full name.

· Keep the school informed of a current telephone number and address in case of an emergency.

· PLEASE BE ON TIME TO PICK UP YOUR CHILD.

· If for any reason a parent will not be picking up his or her child, we must have a letter from home stating who is taking the child home that afternoon.  We are not permitted to discharge a student to anyone without written authorization from the parent.

· 2 folders (with bottom pockets only and labeled with your child’s name)
· 8 glue sticks

· 1 bottle of glue

· 1 scissors

· 1 box Ziploc bags (1 gallon size)

· 2 boxes of tissues

· 2 rolls of paper towels

· 1 bottle of liquid hand soap

· 1 large bath size towel (labeled with your child’s name)

· 2 black and white marble composition notebooks (labeled with your child’s name)
· 1 package of dry erase markers

· 1 bottle of hand sanitizer

· 1 box of baby wipes
