1.  A completed journal should be submitted containing the following:

2. Write about 3 memorable events (positive or negative) explain (about one paragraph for each event) why these events impressed you.

3. Supervisory Evaluation form (completed and signed). Page #3 of package
4. Self-evaluation: minimum 2 paragraphs. Include what you liked best/least about your community service. What you learned about yourself; whether you would do volunteer work again.
