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Summary of Proposal

The New York City Department of Education (“DOE”) is proposing to re-site and co-locate P.S.
290 A.C.E. Academy for Scholars at the Geraldine Ferraro Campus (24Q290, “P.S. 290”) in new
building Q290 (“Q290™), located at 55-20 Metropolitan Avenue, Queens, NY 11378, within the
geographical confines of Community School District 24 (“District 24”), with P277@Q290
(75Q277@Q290, “P277@Q290"), one site of an existing multi-site District 75 (“D75) school®
beginning in the 2014-2015 school year.? P.S. 290 is an existing unzoned elementary school that
currently serves students in kindergarten through third grades in building Q873 (“Q873”), located at
70-02 54 Avenue, Queens, NY 11378, within the geographical confines of District 24. P.S. 290 is
phasing in to serve grades kindergarten through five at scale and is currently co-located in Q873
with I.S. 73 The Frank Sansivieri Intermediate School (24Q073, “I.S. 73”), an existing middle
school serving grades six through eight. Q873 is a mini-building located adjacent to main building
QO073. A “re-siting” means that a school will be located in a different building than the building it is
currently located in. A “co-location” means that two or more school organizations are located in the
same building, often sharing large common spaces like the auditorium, gymnasium, and cafeteria.

If this proposal is approved, P.S. 290 will be re-sited to its long-term location in new building Q290
beginning in the 2014-2015 school year. P.S. 290 will no longer serve any students in Q873 after
the conclusion of the 2013-2014 school year, and will serve all its students in Q290 beginning in
the 2014-2015 school year. P.S. 290 will serve kindergarten through fourth grade in Q290 in 2014-
2015, and reach full scale in Q290 serving grades kindergarten through five in 2015-2016.
P277@Q290 is a new D75 program that, if this proposal is approved, will open in September 2014
in Q290 where it will be co-located with P.S. 290. P277@Q290 will serve students with an
Individualized Education Program (“IEP”) classification of multiple disabilities and autism.
P277@Q290 is projected to serve approximately 50 - 60 students in grades kindergarten through
five beginning in the 2014 — 2015 school year.

Building Q290 is a new site currently under construction by the School Construction Authority
(“SCA”), and construction is anticipated to be completed by September 2014. The re-siting of P.S.
290 is contingent upon the completion of this new building. The new building also includes
designed space for a D75 school. According to the SCA, new building Q290 has the target capacity

'ps. Q277 is an existing multi-site D75 school that serves a combined total of 86 students in kindergarten through
twelfth grades during the 2013-2014 school year. P.S. Q277 currently has 2 sites in Queens.

2 District 75 provides citywide educational, vocational, and behavior support programs for students who are on the
autism spectrum, have significant cognitive delays, are severely emotionally challenged, are sensory impaired and/or
are multiply disabled. District 75 provides services to students in a variety of settings, including elementary, middle,
and high schools, students’ homes, hospitals, and agencies. These programs are located at more than 410 sites in the
Bronx, Brooklyn, Manhattan, Queens, Staten Island, and Syosset, New York.

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to serve a total of 616 students.® If this proposal is approved, the projected enrollment in 2014-2015
of P.S. 290 at Q290 will be approximately 330 - 380 kindergarten through fourth grade students,
and the projected enrollment of P277@Q290 will be approximately 50 - 60 kindergarten through
fifth grade students. This will result in a total projected building enroliment of 380 - 440 students,
yielding a building utilization rate of 62% - 71%.* In the 2015-2016 school year, when P.S. 290 has
reached full-scale serving students in grades kindergarten through five, there will be a total of
approximately 465 - 535 students in building Q290, yielding a projected building utilization rate of
75% - 87%. P.S. 290 will complete phasing-in all grades in 2015-2016; however, as a result of the
rezoning, the current kindergarten class is smaller than future projected incoming classes.
Therefore, P.S. 290 will reach stable enrollment in 2019-2020 with 500-560 students in grades K-
5.° Once P.S. 290 is at stable enroliment in 2019-2020, P.S. 290 and P277@Q290 are projected to
serve a total of 550 - 620 students in building Q290, yielding an estimated building utilization rate
of 89% - 101%.

P.S. 290 is currently an existing unzoned elementary school. On October 22, 2013, the District 24
CEC approved a plan to create a P.S. 290 elementary school zone within the geographical confines
of District 24. The admissions process at P.S. 290 will change in September 2014 to be a zoned
elementary school serving students residing in the Q290 zone. The change in the admissions
process at P.S. 290 will allow for alleviation of overcrowding at schools in the immediate area of
building Q290. Should Q290 not open in September 2014, the DOE will reassess its plans for P.S.
290.

. Proposed or Potential Use of Building

Once complete, building Q290 will have an estimated capacity of 616 students. The school will
enroll 330 - 380 kindergarten through fourth graders in 2014-2015, and will add one grade each
year until reaching full-scale serving approximately 415 - 475 students in grades kindergarten
through five during the 2015-2016 school year. P.S. 290 will complete phasing-in all grades in
2015-2016; however, as a result of the rezoning, the current kindergarten class is smaller than
future projected incoming classes. Therefore, P.S. 290 will reach stable enroliment in 2019-2020
with 500-560 students in grades K-5. P277@Q290 is expected to serve approximately 50 - 60
kindergarten through fifth grade students beginning in the 2014-2015 school year. Once P.S. 290
has phased-in all grades in 2015-2016, P.S. 290 and P277@Q290 are projected to serve a total of
465 - 535 students in building Q290, yielding an estimated building utilization rate of 75% - 87%.
Once P.S. 290 is at stable enrollment in 2019-2020, P.S. 290 and P277@Q290 are projected to
serve a total of 550 - 620 students in building Q290, yielding an estimated building utilization rate
of 89% - 101%.

Although a utilization rate in excess of 100% may suggest that a building will be over-utilized or
over-crowded in a given year, this rate does not account for the fact that rooms may be
programmed for more efficient or different uses than the standard assumptions in the utilization
calculation, as described in Section I11.B.

The SCA calculated the target capacity for building Q290 for 2014-2015. The DOE’s projected
utilization rates for the 2014-2015 school year and beyond are based on the SCA’s projected
capacity for the new building, which assumes that the components underlying that target capacity

remain constant.

Thus, projected utilization rates for 2014-2015 and beyond provide only an approximation of a
building’s usage because each of the factors underlying target capacity (scheduled use of

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classrooms, maximum classroom capacity, etc.) may be adjusted by principals from year to year to
better accommodate students’ needs. For example, changing the use of a room from an
administrative room to a homeroom at the high school level will increase a building’s overall
target capacity, because high schools administrative rooms are not assigned a capacity. Holding
enrollment constant, this change will result in a lower utilization rate than the SCA’s projection.
Similarly, if a room previously used as a kindergarten classroom is subsequently used as a fifth
grade classroom, the building’s target capacity will increase because we expect that a fifth grade
class will have more students than a kindergarten class. This is reflected in the fact that the DOE’s
goal for maximum classroom capacity is higher for fifth grade classrooms than for kindergarten
classrooms. In this example, assuming enrollment is constant, the utilization rate will decrease.

An official building utilization rate will not be available until after the school building opens. At
that time, the utilization rate will be described in more detail in the Enrollment, Capacity, and
Utilization Report (the “Blue Book™), which is available at
http://www.nycsca.org/Community/CapitalPlanManagementReportsData/Enroliment/2012-

2013 Classic.pdf. A building’s target utilization rate is calculated by dividing the aggregated
enrollment of all school organizations in the building by the aggregated “target capacities” of
those organizations. Each school organization’s “target capacity” is calculated based upon the
scheduled use of individual rooms as reported by principals during an annual facilities survey, the
DOE’s goals for maximum classroom capacities (which are lower than the United Federation of
Teachers (“UFT”) contractual class sizes and differ depending on grade level), and the efficiency
with which classrooms are programmed (i.e., the frequency with which classes are scheduled in a
given classroom).

If this proposal is approved, P.S. 290 and P277@Q290 will receive their baseline allocations
pursuant to the Citywide Instructional Footprint. More details about space are available in Section
I11.B of this EIS. Please visit the DOE’s Web site to access the Footprint, which guides space
allocation and use in City schools: http://schools.nyc.gov/NR/rdonlyres/78D715EA-EC50-4AD1-
82D1-1CAC544F5D30/0/DOEFOOTPRINTSConsolidatedVersion2011 FINAL.pdf.

Any future significant changes to school utilization in Q290 will be proposed in a separate EIS
and be subject to separate approval by the Panel for Educational Policy (“PEP”) in accordance
with Chancellor’s Regulation A-190.

P.S. 290 is an unzoned elementary school that opened in September 2010 in building Q873 to
alleviate overcrowding. The new location for P.S. 290 is approximately 1.6 miles from the current
location in building Q873.

If this proposal is approved, P.S. 290 will be re-sited to new building Q290 beginning in the 2014-
2015 school year. On October 22, 2013, the District 24 CEC approved a plan to create a P.S. 290
elementary school zone within the geographical confines of District 24 beginning in the 2014 —
2015 school year. The admissions process at P.S. 290 will change in September 2014 to be a
zoned elementary school serving students residing in the Q290 zone.

If this proposal is approved, beginning in the 2014-2015 school year, 1.S. 73 will be the only
school organization located in Q873. Any future significant changes to school utilization in Q873
will be proposed in a separate EIS and be subject to separate approval by the PEP in accordance
with Chancellor’s Regulation A-190.
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Impact on Current and Future Students at P.S. 290

If this proposal is approved, all students currently enrolled in P.S. 290 in kindergarten through third
grades could continue to attend P.S. 290 at the new site. This proposal is not expected to impact
current enrollment or instructional programming at P.S. 290.

P.S. 290 serves general education students and students requiring special education services,
including students currently enrolled in Integrated Co-Teaching (“ICT”) classes and students
receiving Special Education Teacher Support Services (“SETSS”). The existing ICT classes and
SETSS will continue to be provided at P.S. 290 if this proposal is approved. Students with
disabilities will continue to receive services in accordance with their Individualized Education
Programs (“IEPs”). IEP services are tailored to meet the individual needs of the students with
disabilities currently enrolled and, as such, may vary from year to year. In addition, students
classified as English Language Learners (“ELLs”) who are enrolled at P.S. 290 receive English as a
Second Language (“ESL”) services. All current and future students enrolled at P.S. 290 will
continue to receive all their mandated special education and/or ELL services if this proposal is
approved.

P.S. 290 currently offers a Gifted & Talented program. The DOE does not anticipate that this
proposal will impact the Gifted & Talented program at P.S. 290.

P.S. 290 currently offers the following extra-curricular activities and partnerships®:

« Extra-curricular Activities: Theater Club, Technology, Robotics, Scholar Athletes, Energy
Team: Dance and Physical Health, Arts and Crafts Club, Gardening Club, Scholar Council,
Journalism Club, Math Club, Reading Club

« Partnerships: Maspeth Town Hall — After School Program, JetBlue, Materials for the Arts, NY
Cares, Council Members

The DOE does not anticipate that this proposal will impact the current extra-curricular activities or
partnerships at P.S. 290. P.S. 290 will continue to offer special programs and initiatives, and extra-
curricular programs based on student interests and available resources. However, the co-location
may change the way those programs are configured. For example, some activities may need to
share classroom space or the scheduling of these activities may change as a result of greater
demands on the available space during or after school hours. Students will continue to have the
opportunity to participate in a variety of extra-curricular programs though the specific programs
offered at a given school are always subject to change. That is true for any City student as all
schools modify extra-curricular offerings annually based on student demand and available
resources.

Enrollment Impact for Future Elementary Students in District 24

P.S. 290 is currently an existing unzoned elementary school. On October 22, 2013, the District 24
CEC approved a plan to create a P.S. 290 elementary school zone within the geographical confines
of District 24 beginning in the 2014 — 2015 school year. The admissions process at P.S. 290 will
change in September 2014 to be a zoned elementary school, and P.S. 290 will serve students
residing in the Q290 zone.

Zoned schools are obligated to serve all students residing in their zone, space permitting,
regardless of when families show up to register. Applicants must be admitted to zoned schools in
the following order of priority:

a. Zoned students whose verified siblings are pre-registered or enrolled at the time of
application submission and will be enrolled in grades K-5 in the school at the start of
the following school year in September;

b. Zoned students other than those in (a) above applying to the zoned school

If space allows, and if the Office of Student Enrollment deems appropriate based on district needs,
offers may be authorized for the following priority groups, in the below order. Only the Office of
Student Enrollment may authorize the placement of unzoned students out of this priority order; for
example, for students who cannot be accommodated at their zoned school, or for special programs
such as dual language or inclusion classes for students with Autism Spectrum Disorders.

c.  Students whose verified siblings are pre-registered or enrolled at the time of
application submission and will be enrolled in grades K-5 in the school at the start of
the following school year in September who are not zoned to the school, but are
residents of that district;

d.  Students whose verified siblings are pre-registered or enrolled at the time of
application submission and will be enrolled in grades K-5 at the start of the following
school year in September who are residents of another district;

e. Students currently attending the school’s pre-kindergarten program who reside outside
the school’s zone but in the school’s district, without a sibling who will be in grades
K-5 at the school in the following school year;

f. Students currently attending the school’s pre-kindergarten program who reside
outside the school’s zone and district, without a sibling who will be in grades K-5 at
the school in the following school year;

g. Students other than those in (c) and (e) above who are residents of that district; and
h. Students other than those in (d) and (f) who are residents of another district.

Additionally, P.S. 290 currently offers a Gifted & Talented program. Students can apply to Gifted
& Talented programs through the centralized testing and admissions process. All Gifted &
Talented program offerings are subject to change from year to year based upon a variety of
factors, such as demand, performance, and space constraints. This proposal is not expected to
impact the Gifted & Talented admissions process.

Elementary school students with IEPs, with the exception of those recommended for placement in
a D75 school, are admitted to schools in the same manner as general education students. Schools
will ensure that students with disabilities continue to receive mandated services in accordance with
their IEPs while also ensuring such students have opportunities to learn alongside their non-
disabled peers to the greatest extent possible.

In accordance with DOE policy, ELL students will also be admitted to elementary schools in the
same manner as their peers who are not ELL students. Any students requiring ELL services will
continue to receive appropriate services at P.S. 290.

Impact on Future D75 Students

The proposal to re-site P.S. 290 in Q290 is not expected to impact the admissions process at
P277@Q290.
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P277@Q290 will admit future students in a manner consistent with current D75 enrollment
procedures. Should future students require inclusion programming, the D75 office will work with
the families to provide the appropriate district placement for each student. Students will be placed
in D75 schools based on individual student needs and recommended special education services.
The following variables are taken into account when considering the best placement: whether the
student needs a barrier free site, whether the student requires nursing services, the student’s home
district, and whether the student has siblings in the articulating school. For additional information
about D75 programs, please visit the DOE’s Web site at:

If this proposal is approved, there will be sufficient space to accommodate P.S. 290 and
P277@Q290 pursuant to the Citywide Instructional Footprint (the “Footprint”). Please visit the
DOE’s Web site to access the Footprint, which guides space allocation and use in City schools:
http://schools.nyc.gov/NR/rdonlyres/78D715EA-EC50-4AD1-82D1-

The Footprint sets forth the baseline number of rooms that should be allocated to a school based
on the grade levels served by the school and number of classes per grade. For existing schools, the
Footprint is applied to the current number of classes and class size a school has programmed and
is confirmed by a walk-through of the building by the Borough Director of Space Planning and the
school’s principal.

For elementary schools serving grades kindergarten through five (and for all pre-kindergarten
programs), the Footprint assumes that classes are self-contained. Therefore, the Footprint allocates
one full-size room for each general education or ICT section and a full-size or half-size room to
accommodate each SC special education section served by the school. In addition to these rooms,
schools serving grades kindergarten through five receive an allocation of cluster or specialty
rooms proportionate to the number of students enrolled. These spaces can be used at the
principal’s discretion for purposes such as art and/or music instruction, among other things.

The Footprint allocates the number of baseline full-size equivalent (“FSE”) classrooms for student
support services, resource rooms, and administrative space based on the grades a school serves and
its enrollment at scale. Any space remaining beyond the baseline shall be allocated equitably
among the co-located schools. In determining an equitable allocation, the DOE may consider
factors such as the relative enrollments of the co-located schools, the instructional and
programmatic needs of the co-located schools, and the physical location of the excess space within
the building.

As in other situations where schools are co-located, the schools will need to share large common
and specialty rooms in the building, such as the cafeteria, the gymnasium, the auditorium, and the
library. Specific decisions regarding the allocation of the shared spaces will be made by the
Building Council, consisting of principals from all co-located schools, in conjunction with the
DOE’s Office of Space Planning.

According to the Program of Requirements (“POR™), Q290 has 38 full-size rooms, 6 half-size
rooms, and 5.0 FSE administrative rooms. This total includes one science lab, one science demo
rooms, one art room, and one music room. The main building also has the following shared
spaces: a gymnasium, a gymatorium, a library, and a cafeteria.

At scale, P.S. 290 is projected to serve approximately 500-560 students. The baseline Footprint
allocation includes 22 full-size rooms, 5 half-size rooms, and 4.0 FSE of administrative space.

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According to the POR, Q290 has designed D75 space which includes 6 full-size rooms, 1 half-
size, and 0.75 FSE of administrative space.

FULL-SIZE INSTRUCTIONAL ROOMS

Schools often use excess full-size, half-size, quarter-size, and designed administrative rooms for
administrative purposes. Therefore, some of the excess full-size rooms may be allocated for
administrative purposes. The Building Council will determine the equitable distribution of excess
rooms among existing schools in the building as described below. There will be sufficient
instructional space in Q290 for P.S. 290 and P277@Q290 as P.S. 290 phases in.

If this proposal is approved, the Office of Space Planning will work with the Building Council to

ensure an equitable allocation of the excess space. In determining an equitable allocation, the

Office of Space Planning may consider factors such as the relative enrollments of the co-located

schools, the instructional and programmatic needs of the co-located schools, and the physical
location of the excess space within the building. During the course of P.S. 290’s phase-in, the
number of excess rooms will decrease as P.S. 290’s baseline footprint allocation increases to

reflect its larger population.

If this proposal is approved, both P.S. 290 and P277@Q290 will develop a safety and security

plan for Q290 prior to the first day of school in September 2014.

The DOE makes available the following supports to schools around safety and security:

e Providing “Best Practices Standards for Creating and Sustaining a Safe and Supportive

School,” as a resource guide;

e Reviewing and monitoring school occurrence data and crime data (in conjunction with
the Criminal Justice Coordinator and the New York City Police Department);
Providing technical assistance via the Borough Safety Directors when incidents occur;
Providing professional development and support to Children’s First Network (CFN)

Safety Liaisons;
Providing professional development and kits for Building Response Teams; and
Monitoring and certifying School Safety Plans annually.

On October 22, 2013, the District 24 CEC approved a plan to create a P.S. 290 elementary school

zone within the geographical confines of District 24 beginning in the 2014 — 2015 school year.

The admissions process at P.S. 290 will change in September 2014 to be a zoned elementary
school serving students residing in the Q290 zone.
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The proposed re-siting of P.S. 290 to a newly constructed building is expected to have a positive
impact on the community by providing a new facility that will add elementary school capacity to
the district. Building Q290 will provide increased elementary school capacity in the district. The
DOE supports parent choice and strives to ensure that all families have access to high-quality
schools that meet their children’s needs.

If this proposal is approved, community members and organizations will be able to obtain school
building use permits at the Q290 building.

This cost will include moving all
existing materials and furniture from the current site.

Effect on Personnel Needs, Costs of Instruction,

A. Personnel Needs

New administrative staff and non-pedagogical positions will be created at P.S. 290 over the course
of the schools’ phase-ins. P.S. 290 is expected to hire additional teachers as each new grade is
added. The precise number of positions needed for the 2014-2015 school year will be determined
once annual enrollment projections are released in the Spring of 2014. Similarly, the number of
new positions created to serve students in the new grades will be determined based on annual
enrollment projections that become available as the school grows to serve those grades.
