What aspects of the lesson study group cycle did you find the most beneficial?
“Observing today’s lesson was the most beneficial aspect for me. I picked up a lot of techniques that I like to incorporate in my own classroom and as a new teacher I was also able to learn a lot about the structure of a formative assessment lesson. I also felt the student misconceptions session (day 1) was beneficial in the sense that it helped me realize the strong connections between the pre-assessment and then lesson plan itself. I would like to use pre-assessments in the future to guide my learning objectives.”
“The actual observation and post-observation session. During the post observation we all learned new ideas to bring into our classroom, not just the host teacher.”
“Talking about the skills each of us use in class to promote questions. Teacher to student question are the #1 way to promote thinking at a higher level.”
“It’s difficult to choose only one aspect. I would have to say today’s session with alayzing outcome of student work and assessing if the LO was successfully met. Was able to solidify and see that there are similarities in how was all develop tasks and evaluate student work.”
“Looking at the student misconceptions and tying them into the planning of the lesson. Having a focus for the lesson to be on the 5 practices, 3B and instructional outcomes helped in thinking about the design and execution of the lesson.”
How will your participation in the study group impact your planning and instructional practice?
“I have definitely thought about structuring my share outs more purposefully and sequencing the order of the students to make the share out more effective.”
“My questioning is definitely going to improve. Now, I am going to ask multiple points of view on a problem so the students can see the many different representations or methods a problem can be solved. I also would like for my students to ask themselves higher order thinking questions when working on their tasks.”
“Make questions more visible and accessible in the room. Student questions written on slates, smartboard, etc.”
“Our share out/discussion of whether this could/should have been more than a 40 min lesson or split differently will allow me to better self-critique and refocus on the learning objective being fully met. Also whether they need to be content or practice centered.”
