2013 Proyecto H.A.C.E.R. College Book Scholarship- is open to underrepresented minority women who are applying, or have applied and are awaiting an offer of admission from a college or university.  Scholarship applicants must be in good academic standing with their high schools.  Applicant must be an underrepresented minority woman and current high school senior who will enroll into a college or university in the fall of 2013.  Please come to the College Office, Rm. B233 for an application.  Deadline to College Office:  Feb. 1, 2013.
Albert Shanker College Scholarship Fund – Eligibility- applicant must attend a NYC Public high school.  They must apply for the award by December of their senior year in high school. Gates Millennium Scholarship -Eligibility:  Must be African American, American Indian/Alaska Native, Asian Pacific Islander, American or Hispanic American; a citizen or legal/national/permanent resident of the United States; have attained a cumulative GPA of 3.3 (88%) on a 4.0 scale; will enter an accredited college or university, will be a full-time, degree seeking freshman in the Fall of 2011, have demonstrated leadership commitment through participation in community service, extra-curricular or other activities that reflect leadership abilities, have significant financial need (i.e., meets the federal Pell Grant eligibility criteria). Haz La U (Make the U) - $15,000 grand prize and 10 additional $2,500 educational grants.  Open only to legal residents of the US, entrant’s must be of Hispanic decent.  Short Essays required. J.P. Morgan Chase – Smart Start Scholarship -Graduating seniors from NYC high schools who are NYC residents are eligible for this program.
