YEAR ONE:         Global History 1 & 2             Ms. Madick
 
This course introduces students to the essential “tools” of social studies: critical thinking, debate, persuasive writing, and research.  These are skills that students will use throughout their life, regardless of their academic pursuits or professional interests.  
 
Students explore the rise of the ancient civilizations of Egypt, Greece and Rome. Students study the complex cultures of India, China, Japan, and Mesoamerica. Special emphasis is given to the philosophies and religions that give meaning and structure to human society.  Students are asked to consider what features are essential to human existence and what it means to live in community.  Connections to the present are continually assessed.
