This course charts the political, legal, social, and economic development of the United States from its inception through the turn of the twenty-first century.  The course will consider the ideals undergirding American democracy and the extent to which those ideals have been realized.  Special emphasis will be given to the Supreme Court rulings, social and political movements, and the effects armed conflict have had on American society.
 
Students are asked to consider what the American Dream means and if it has been actualized in the historical narrative.  Students will make propositions for how to advance and change our country.  Connections to our city and lives will consistently be drawn.
