® The |EP diploma will have a clear
annotation, on the front, indicating that
the diploma is awarded on the basis of
the student's successful achievement of
the educational goals bhased on the
appropriate level of the learning stan-
dards, established by the commissioner,
as specified in the student's current IEP.

© The IEP diploma will be accompanied by
a written statement of assurance that
the student shall continue to be eligible
to attend public school until the student
has earned a high school diploma or
until the end of the school year of such
student's twenty-first birthday,
whichever is earlier.
