Student Contract For mathematics
1. Attendance – Math is a subject where everyday something new is being taught.  If you are absent too many days you will miss valuable material.  If a student is absent, a note must be presented to his/her teacher when the student returns to class.
2. Lateness – Lateness will be taken very seriously and will affect a student’s grade. Students are expected to come to class on time and in uniform.
3. Class participation –Class participation covers every aspect of a student’s behavior in the classroom.  This includes the questions you ask, the comments you make, the notes you take, and your prompt arrival to class.  Students are expected to remain on task while in class and are accountable for their speech.

4. Homework – Homework assignments must include the student’s name, period, date and the page number from the text (if the homework is assigned from the textbook).   Every problem assigned must be attempted.  Homework must be neat and submitted on a standard loose leaf page.  Sloppy homework will earn no credit.  In addition, students must show their work.  Homework submitted containing only the answers will earn no credit. Students should keep track of their homework assignments on their own homework log or daily planner. If a homework assignment is copied, both students will earn a zero for that assignment.
Late or Missing Homework - Late homework will not be accepted unless a student was absent the day of the assignment.  Late homework due to an absence will only be accepted the day after the student returns to class. Missing homework assignments will affect a student’s grade.
5. Quizzes and Exams – Missed quizzes and exams will be made up at the discretion of the teacher.  A missed quiz or exam will count as a zero unless a student presents a note from a parent/guardian upon their return explaining why the student was absent.
6. Binder – A 3 ring, 81/2 x 11 loose leaf binder or spiral notebook is required daily with the following 4 sections: 
a. Classwork – this section is where you will do your group work and note taking.

b. Homework – this section is where all uncollected and returned homework assignments are kept.

c. Quizzes and Exams – all returned quizzes and exams must be kept in this section.

d. Supplementary material – this section will be used for handouts.

7. Calculator – Calculators will be loaned to a student for use in class only. Calculators will only be distributed to students who present their Student ID to the teacher and must be returned at the end of the period. 
8. Respect – An attitude of tolerance and respect should ALWAYS be evident both inside and outside the classroom.

GRADING POLICY
Your math teacher will explain the grading policy that applies to your class. Make sure you are familiar with it. All grades are computed on MyGradebook, the school’s on-line grade-keeping system, where students can track their progress during the course of the school year to see their average and find areas where they need to improve. Ask your teacher for your classword and password in order to log onto your account. It is your responsibility to keep track of the assignments you are missing.
Guidelines for Group work
1. The class will be divided into groups of three or four students at the discretion of the teacher.
2. Each member of the group is responsible for his/her own behavior.

3. Each member of the group must be willing to help any other member of the group.

4. When you are doing group work and are having difficulty solving a problem, first ask the other members of your group before you call over the teacher.
5. When working in your group, use your team voice so that you don’t disturb students in other groups.
