TRACK

The truancy program know as TRACK in Brooklyn and Staten Island, PACT in Queens and Manhattan and Truancy Intervention Program in the Bronx is a cooperative venture among the New York City District Attorneys’ Offices, the New York City Police Department, the New York City Department of Education and the Police Athletic League.  The purpose of the program is to reduce truancy and to keep students safe during regular school hours.

The program operates as follows: specially trained police officers patrol the streets of NYC during school days in order to identify and speak with students who are not in school.  Students not in school on a regular school day must have a legitimate reason for not being in attendance and must be prepared to show identification upon request from a police officer.  It is extremely important for all students to carry Identification, school program cards, school picture ID cards and other appropriate documentation related to their reason for not being in school. Students with legitimate documented reason for not being in school will be permitted to continue on their way.  Police will escort all other students to a borough truancy center

Upon arrival at a truancy center, an attendance teacher or social worker will interview students.  Parents will be notified when their child is brought to a truancy center and will be asked to come to the center to meet with support staff and then to return their child to school.  School and/or center staff will follow-up with any appropriate support services.

The truancy program is one component of a broad endeavor to keep children safe and to provide students with the necessary assistance they may require to attend school on a regular basis.  This program, together with other support and instructional initiatives, has been developed to assist students in the achievement of maximum school performance.  A students’ success in school is to great extent c dependent upon the support and involvement of his/her parents.  We therefore encourage parents to support their children’s’ education by becoming actively involved in school activities and events.
