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*General Description

The Brooklyn Studio Secondary School services students from grade 6 through grade 12.  Students accepted into the sixth grade have the option to remain in the school until grade 12, thereby providing a seamless transition from middle school to high school.

Teachers maximize the potential of their students by using various learning styles and creating an active learning environment. Students can enrich and expand their computer proficiency through a multifaceted variety of projects using sophisticated computer software.  The Brooklyn Studio Secondary School continually encourages and offers its teachers and paraprofessionals staff development activities. Students are admitted to the school on the basis of application and must meet minimal standards,

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*Creative Writing*
