Found some similarities:
70% were described as loners
62% had a history of substance abuse
59% had a precipitating event or trigger
Expelled from school
Broken up with
Parents getting a divorce
48% had a preoccupation with weapons or war

Sick fascination 
4% had discussed the act of murder before the event 
43% were bullied by others
23% has a documented previous psychiatric history
Thought that most of them had probably been in trouble with the law long before the mass murders
But only 46% had an official arrest history

Secondary Prevention: Designed for children who are already displaying some early problematic signs of delinquent behavior
Not as effective 

Tertiary Prevention: Treatment for already involved delinquents
Most costly and least effective which

Better outcomes associated with community based treatment rather than institutionalization

Tend to show higher rates or reducing recidivism and better outcomes 

Shock incarceration programs (e.g., boot camps) have not yielded consistent positive benefits
Inconsistent results

Earlier intervention yields better prognosis
