Schools serving grades 3–8: The New York State Education Department (NYSED) has announced a delay in the release of the Elementary/Middle School Accountability Verification Report(EMS AVR) in L2RPT; therefore, the deadline to verify your school’s local accountability data report, REMS, in ATS has been extended to July 12 (from June 28).

RHSV will be unavailable after June 28; if you would like to download a copy for your records, you must do so by June 28. Beginning July 1, you should consult your school’s High School Accountability Verification Report (HS AVR) in L2RPT and continue to make changes to student-level data in ATS, Stars, and SESIS. You will have until July 12 to complete your verification work for HS AVR. (back to top)

Students who are residents of New York City and attend a charter school are permitted to attend a public school summer program. Students will receive summer school placement on a space-available basis. This is the required application that students must use to apply for an individual program. This document also includes the complete eligibility and registration instructions. Please review the application carefully before distributing to students. More information on district schools that will be operating summer school programs will be released shortly.

To enroll in and attend a public summer school program, charter school students must: 
· Be a resident of New York City, 
· Be at risk of not being promoted to the next grade due to performance on ELA and Math State exam (elementary and middle school students), 
· Be in need of required high school credits and/or need to take a Regents exam in order to graduate on time (high school), 
· Present summer school enrollment forms provided by the home school with the home school DBN and the needs of the student. Charter school students are required to bring this form to the public school in order to enroll for a summer program.

At the end of day on July 12th, ATS will shut down for the 2012-2013 school year due to year-end maintenance. ATS will open for the 2013-2014 school year on July 15th, after the shutdown period or rollover. Please note that some of the 2012-2013 school-year functionality will no longer be accessible when ATS opens for 2013-2014 school year.
