Breakout Sessions

Join us to strengthen your ability to use the Museum to teach science. Breakout
sessions will focus on topics that utilize digital, print, and exhibition resources to
connect with the science curriculum in ways that are engaging for students.
Teachers will select one break out session from the descriptions below when they
sign-in at the Museum. Pre-registration for this event is required.

1. How to use long-term secondary data sets with students

Teachers will engage in activities to deepen their understanding of how ecologists
do research along the Hudson River. Teachers will use zebra mussel data, view
video resources and explore museum exhibits. Grades 7-12

2. How to use water storage data to teach about climate change

Teachers will work with data visualizations and data sets of Greenland and
Antarctica from the NASA’s GRACE (Gravity Recovery and Climate Experiment)
mission, view digital resources and explore museum exhibits and how these
resources can be used in the classroom. Grades 7-12

3. How does the brain vary across different vertebrates?

Teachers will work in the Spitzer Hall of Human Origins and the Sackler
Educational Lab to strengthen their understanding of how the brain varies across
different vertebrate organisms. Using interactives and artifacts, teachers will
strengthen their understanding of what aspects of the brain we share with other
vertebrates. Grades 9-12

4. How to prepare elementary students for a museum learning experience
Teachers will engage with pre, during and post activities with the exhibit The
World s Largest Dinosaurs to strengthen their understanding of how students can
engage in learning in the exhibit and back in the classroom as well as learn how
AMNH Research Library resources can support learning about the natural history
of dinosaurs. Grades K-5

5. Using AMNH Congo River research to teach speciation

The Congo River is one of the most biologically diverse rivers in the world with
more than 320 fish species, and about 90 of these live nowhere else. Using the
Evolution in Action: Isolation and Speciation in the Lower Congo River Science
Bulletins feature, teachers will learn how AMNH scientists are working to explain
how this extraordinary species richness came to be. Grades 9-12

6. What can fossils tell us?

Teachers will explore the world of fossils at AMNH and engage in activities for how
scientists work with fossils. Using exhibit halls and resources this workshop will
strengthen teachers’ abilities to teach about fossils. Grades 6-8

7. How to use current scientific research to engage students

AMNH Science Bulletins videos explore current research about the natural world,
including genetic research on humans as well as examining human health and
neuroscience. Teachers will engage in best practices about how to use these
cutting-edge science videos with students to support the curriculum. Grades 7-12
