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REASON-RESPECT-RESPONSIBILITY
THE 12 NON-NEGOTIABLE RULES AND REGULATIONS
1. Respect every person at MVA.  Always be respectful to adults and peers. Do not respond to disrespect with disrespect.

2. You must wear the full school uniform at all times including PM School (change back at gym). You must arrive and leave the school fully dressed in uniform.  No changing is allowed anywhere in the building.

3. Leave your coat and all outer clothing in your locker. Hats or non-MVA sweaters or apparel, are not allowed anywhere in the building—they will be confiscated by Staff.  Gum chewing is forbidden.

4. Move quickly from class to class. Enter the room quietly, take your assigned seat and begin work immediately.  Be prepared to work every day. Keep your desk area clean.

5. Do homework nightly. There is homework detention and homework help for those assigned to it.

6. Eat only in the Cafeteria. No glass bottles are allowed in the building. Do not throw food. No yelling, whistling, screaming, loud noises or chants in the Cafeteria.

7. Do not bring iPods, iPads, laptops, cell phones, games or other electronics to school.  The school is not responsible if they are lost or damaged. Cellphone use is FORBIDDEN before, during, or after school including Saturday Academy and after school activities. They will be confiscated by Staff and may be vouchered by the NYPD. Phones for parental contact are available in the Main Office.

8. Do not engage in physical or verbal violence. No play fighting. Learn to disagree with respect. Zero Tolerance for fighting. YOU FIGHT--YOU”RE OUT!

9. Respect the building. Do not deface any part of the building with graffiti or damage school property.

10. Attend school daily and arrive before 8:15AM. There is late detention. Be on time for every class. 

11. No bathroom passes are given during the first fifteen or last ten minutes of a class period.

12. At dismissal go home immediately. Do not congregate in front of the school, or local businesses.  Do not block the sidewalks near the school.  Unauthorized persons are not allowed to pick you up within the FOUR BLOCK “safety corridor” (from MVA to Train stations) at dismissal—including friends or family/relatives not listed on the Emergency Contact Form).
CONSEQUENCES

1. Confiscated items may not be returned

2.  Conference with the Director of Guidance, teacher and Dean
2. Conference with the A.P./Principal and parent
4.  In-school suspension or detention for three to five days
5   Superintendent Suspension of up to one year
6.  Transfer to Another School
