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Port Richmond High School Hall of Fame By-Laws

Article I: NAME

The name of this organization shall be the PORT RICHMOND HIGH SCHOOL HALL OF FAME.

Article II: PURPOSE

The Port Richmond High School Hall of Fame Selection Committee (the Committee) exists to: annually recognize outstanding Port Richmond High School Alumni/Staff (those employed by PRHS) that have achieved distinction in their lives and / or chosen field after high school through significant contributions to their career, community or through personal achievements; to provide an incentive for current and future students. 

Article III: FORMATION

The Hall of Fame Committee was founded in the fall of 2009 as a function of the Port Richmond High School Hall of Fame.

Article IV: MEMBERSHIP/TERM OF OFFICE

The Hall of Fame Selection Committee shall consist of not less than 7 and not more than 11 members. The inaugural Hall of Fame Selection committee shall include the following representatives: Principal, Athletic Director, Alumni Association President, 2-4 present/former staff members selected by the principal, 2-4 Alumni members selected by the executive Board of the Alumni Association. 
The Committee will solicit new members to serve as needed; and each new member will be approved by a majority vote of the members of the committee present and voting. New committee members will be selected at the annual reorganization meeting of the Port Richmond High School Hall of Fame Committee. Should a committee member be unable to complete his/her term, a new member will be appointed by the principal or Alumni president to the Port Richmond High School Hall of Fame Committee. All members shall serve two-year terms. Members may serve consecutive terms.
Article V: QUORUM

A simple majority of the committee shall constitute a quorum. All votes of the committee shall be carried by a majority of the members present and voting unless specified otherwise elsewhere in the by-laws.

Article VI:  Hall of Fame Categories:

The following categories will be considered by the selection committee:

· Career and/or Life Distinction

· Athletics

· Faculty

· Outstanding Athletic Team

Article VII: NOMINATION  PROCESS

Nominations are made annually on a schedule to be established by the Hall of Fame Committee. The committee shall solicit nominees from the community at large. Anyone, including selection committee members,  may submit a nomination for any person meeting the minimal eligibility criteria. 
1. Nominations must include a resume of the nominee’s accomplishments, qualifications as well as a testimony to the character of the nominee.

2. Nominees submitted by an anonymous individual will not be considered. 

3. All nominations shall be in writing and may be accompanied by letters of support.

4. Nominations may be made posthumously.

5. If a nominee is not elected to the Hall of Fame for a particular year, that nominee may be considered for up to two additional years. If an individual is not selected after being nominated and considered for 3 consecutive years, then the individual may not be re-nominated for a period of 5 years.

6. The nominations and nominee identities shall be held in confidence by the Hall of Fame Committee. 

7. No member of the selection committee shall be nominated or inducted during his or her term of office. This requirement will take effect following the selection of the inaugural ten inductees.

8. The Port Richmond High School Hall of Fame nomination form will be available online through the school’s and Alumni website, through the PRHS Alumni Association office and through the school’s administration.

9. Members of the Port Richmond High School Hall of Fame Selection Committee are permitted to place the names of individuals in nomination during the selection process.  It is the responsibility of the committee to access sufficient information regarding each nominee to ensure that they meet the selection criteria.

Article VIII: SELECTION CRITERIA

Nominees to the Port Richmond High School Hall of Fame shall be selected based upon the following criteria:

a.) Nominees must be a graduate or former staff member of Port Richmond High School who are an outstanding character example and who reflect positively on both the individual and Port Richmond High School.

b.) Nominees are first eligible for selection ten (10) calendar years following their graduation or 5 years after leaving the employ of Port Richmond High School.

c.) Selection is based on achievements which shall include a worthy record in more than one and exemplary achievement in at least one of the following:

1. Job-related achievements; one who excels in their chosen field after graduation; 

2. Professional honors and awards, professional affiliations, publications;

3. Civic or community involvement;

4. Extraordinary contribution to society;
5. Positive impact on the Port Richmond community;
6. Exceptional and documented individual athletic accomplishment(s) during one’s high school years as well as afterwards.

7. Exceptional and documented team athletic accomplishment(s). 

8. Exceptional dedication as a staff member to the students of Port Richmond High School for a minimum of 10 years with a significant and direct impact on students and the community. 
9. Other appropriate qualifications which the committee believes merit consideration.
d.) The committee shall require a minimum vote of 75 percent of those present and voting to select the Hall of Fame inductees. The principal of Port Richmond High School reserves the right to veto any election into the Hall of Fame.
e.) Each Hall of Fame “Class” shall consist of no more than 5 inductees per year. 
f.) The following applies only to the inaugural class. The inaugural Hall of Fame Class for 2010 shall consist of no more than 10 inductees with a minimum of one person from each of the following eras of school history: origin to 1940, 1940 to 1955, 1955 to 1975 and 1975 to 2000. 
Article IX: INDUCTION

The Induction Ceremony shall be held annually at the Spring celebration. The Port Richmond High School Hall of Fame Selection Committee shall establish a program and see to all necessary details of the Induction Ceremony.

Article X: AMENDMENT OF BY-LAWS

1. The bylaws shall be amended by a 75 percent majority of the committee membership.

2. All suggested amendments to the bylaws shall be submitted in writing to the membership in advance of any vote.

Article XI: REMOVAL OF HALL OF FAME MEMBER

The committee reserves the right to remove a member from the Hall of Fame based on a 75 percent vote of the committee members. Removal is a serious action to only be considered in cases of egregious conduct reflecting poorly on Port Richmond High School.  

Article XII: ANNUAL MEETINGS

The committee shall meet a minimum of four times each year at times and dates set by the committee. Members are responsible for attending a minimum of 75% of the annual meetings. Members may attend the meeting via teleconference.

Article XIII: LOCATION OF THE HALL OF FAME

The Hall of Fame Plaques shall be located at Port Richmond High School at a site determined by the principal in consultation with the selection committee.
