Responsibilities
The Executive Board shall be composed of a President (per grade), a Vice President (per grade), an Assemblyperson, (per grade) and a Class Representative from each class (all grades). 

1. The President:

The President, under the direction of the Student Government Association (S.G.A.)  Faculty Sponsor(s), presides over all meetings, appoints students to committees, follows up on planning, works in a collaborative way with the other officers, meets with the administration, represents the S.G.A. at meetings outside the school, organizes the S.G.A. meeting agenda and passes it on to the Secretary for printing and posting, voices all student concerns, evaluates all S.G.A. projects and planned activities, organizes the S.G.A. calendar, visits advisories to seek student support and gather student opinions on programs and projects, and assumes all duties given to the President by this constitution. He/She is required to attend all meetings of the S.G.A. unless excused prior to the meeting by the Faculty Sponsor(s).

2. The Vice-President: 
The Vice-President works with the President and performs the presidential duties in the event of the absence of the President. The Vice-President coordinates S.G.A. activities and assists the President. The Vice-President is expected to take an active part in the formulation of and participation on S.G.A. committees. The Vice-President is required to attend all S.G.A. meetings unless excused prior to the meeting by the S.G.A. Sponsor(s) or the President.

4. Assemblyperson:     
The Assemblyperson is responsible for writing the minutes of all S.G.A. meetings. Minutes must be submitted to the Faculty Sponsor(s), President, Principal, and each advisory within two school days of the meeting date. The Assemblyman/woman also is responsible for recording attendance, reading the minutes from the previous meeting of the S.G.A., organizing correspondence, maintaining appropriate files, and posting meeting notices and agendas. The Assemblyperson is required to attend all S.G.A. meetings unless excused prior to the meeting by the S.G.A. Sponsor(s) or the President.

5. Class Representative:           The Senator is responsible for getting the information from the                                                       student government meetings and relating it back to his or her                                                         class.  He or she must also bring to the meetings any classroom                                                       concern and ideas.  He or she Assemblyperson has the right 
                                                 to address his or her opinions at meetings. He or she is responsible 
for assisting the President, Vice President, and Assemblyperson     with all the student activities and ideas.  He or she has the right to vote in the meetings.
