The new schedule will begin on Wednesday, September 8, 2010. 
 

 All students will arrive at 8:00 A.M.  All grades will be dismissed at 2:20 P.M. 
 

 Only bus children are permitted to enter the building in the morning via the main entrance.   
 

 The school building is not open to any students before 7:50 A.M., except those participating 
in the Breakfast Program. 
 

 The Breakfast Program is open to participating students between 7:15 A.M. and 7:45 A.M. 
 

 Parents must be at the appropriate exit at least 5 minutes before dismissal time. 
 

 In order to allow the children to leave the building safely and monitor who is picking them 
up, we are asking all parents to wait for their youngsters behind the white lines. 

 
 
Some parents have received letters stating that their child is required to participate in the 
extended time small group instructional program. 
 

 Extended Day will be two days a week, Tuesdays and Wednesdays.  Each session will be 
75 minutes. 

 If your child is mandated to be a part of the Extended Day, he/she will remain in school 
from 8:00 A.M. to 3:35 P.M. on Tuesdays and Wednesdays starting on Wednesday, 
September 8, 2010.
