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	In the month of November readers will use all their powers to actually read. Students will learn about one to one matching and book handling. We will work on having ideas about books and sharing ideas with a partner. Students will practice retelling the story using details. Students will use print strategies by using visual syntactic and semantic information for sense. 



	In Social Studies, we are focusing on the school and the school community. We will be working on understanding that the school is made up of diverse people and students. Students will learn how neighborhoods and cities are part of the United States. Students will identify national holidays. We will be working on recognizing qualities of good citizenship,



	During the month of November, we will be learning about trees through the seasons. We will be observing trees to identify their different characteristic shapes. We will compare and contrast trees through observation. Students will observe and compare structures that enable plants to live. 
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	In writing students will be working on looking closely, observing, labeling and listening like scientists. Students will observe like a scientist and record their observations with pictures or words. They will be adding more words by labeling using the word wall. We will work on elaborating by adding more details to our pictures and text. Students will practice writing with more stamina and focus. Students will transfer skills learned during Fundations or word study. 










	In November students will be naming the number names and count sequences up to 20. We will be counting to tell the number of objects. Compare numbers and begin to understand addition and subtraction. Students will practice writing numbers 1- 20 and begin to understand number stories. 
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In art the month of November will be dedicated to the art of weaving. Students will produce a simple weaving project and will be able to discuss the basic vocabulary of weaving. In Drama student will be performing their play “The Very Hungry Caterpillar."
