In the month of December readers study patterns in big books and little books to help us read and talk about books. Student’s will be noticing and holding the patterns across pages.  Using strategies to figure out the changing word(s) on each page. Students will be rereading in a smooth voice, Stopping and thinking about what is happening on each page. We will also be working on noticing when the pattern breaks, following partnership routines, having ideas about books and sharing ideas with a partner.















































In writing students will be working on writing pattern books to read, write and teach. Students will be generating ideas to write about, planning, and labeling pictures. We will be turning a list into sentences by using the word wall and alphabet chart. Students will create a pattern across pages changing one word and adding more on each page.  








In math students will be working on Identifying number names and the count sequence. Counting to tell the number of objects and comparing numbers. Understanding addition as putting together and adding to. Understanding subtraction as taking apart and taking from. Classifying objects and counting the number of objects in each category. Analyzing, comparing, creating, and composing shapes. 











In Social Studies, we are focusing on our selves and others. Students will be identifying ways in which people are alike and different. Learning about and appreciating the ways of different cultures. Starting to identify qualities that make each person unique. Understanding that people learn in different ways and from different people.





This month we will be studying trees through the seasons. Identifying leaves by observing their shapes. Understanding the outlines and silhouettes of different leaves. Understanding that trees are resources





The month of December we will explore and create the world of 3-D with clay.
