In the month of January readers will be using all they know to read. Getting your mind ready to read a book. Students will be tending to beginning sounds and checking ending letter/sound. Students will locate known words in texts. Using pictures for clues and being flexible with print strategies.  Students will continue to follow partnership routines. We will also continue transferring & applying skills & strategies learned in word study. 





















































In writing students will be working on raising the quality of our small moment stories. Students will work on generating topics for writing, planning out story by thinking and talking. Stretching out an event across several pages and adding details to pictures and words. We will be working on labeling with more letters and using periods to end sentences. Writing in the correct sequence. Transferring & applying skills & strategies learned in word study. 











In math students will begin to measure length and height. We will be comparing numbers, naming numbers and count sequences from 1-50. We will be describing and comparing measurable attributes. Students will classify objects and understand ordinal numbers.  

















In Social Studies, we are focusing on others and ourselves. Students will understand that people live in our world but they live in different countries. We will learn that people from different countries speak different languages. Students will learn that people have different beliefs and we must respect others beliefs.
