In writing students will be working on informational writing. Writers grow topic ideas by thinking what could I teach my classmates. Writers try out their ideas by writing book blurbs that will interest readers. Writers plan how their books will go by planning a table of contents and subheading. Writers revise by zooming in on each paragraph and thinking about whether it all fits. This month students will be working on place value and decimals. We will be working on reading and writing large numbers and decimals. Add and subtract two digit numbers and their extended facts. Write large numbers in expanded form and standard form.





 


 








In Social Studies, we are focusing on China. Understanding vocabulary related to China. Students will understand the importance of China’s climate and resources and how it affects the economy. We will also explore the physical features of China’s map.
