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	In October we will be reading to infer and grow big areas. Using background knowledge to predict changes in characters, setting, relationship and story resolution. Students will determine their character’s motivations, feelings and thoughts even though when not stated in the text. Describe and make a mental movie using the text, details and uses background knowledge to develop mental pictures.



	In Social Studies, we are focusing on the development of the western hemisphere. Students will identify ways in which early civilizations used resources to adapt to their environment. Compare and contrast early American cultures such as the Maya, Aztec and Inca. 






	During the month of October, we will be completing a unit on the nature of science. Students will describe how skills organize the way in which people gather data. Explain differences between investigation and experimentation. We will observe and measure variables in an experiment. Students will also describe steps of the scientific method. 


	This month we will be focusing on writing realistic fictions. Students will write with stamina, focus, and volume. Write with well developed primary and secondary characters, problem and solution. Writes with a clearly defined beginning, middle and end. Students will use commas and quotations when using dialogue. Edit spelling and punctuation.




	Our next unit of math is estimation and computation. Students will solve multi-digit addition and subtraction problems. We will write open number sentences. Determine magnitude estimates for multiplication problems. Students will learn the Lattice method of multiplication.  
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Fifth grade students will use Photo Booth and add image software called Live Quest to add their faces onto a 100 dollar bill.
