In November we will be reading nonfiction expository and narrative stories. Readers will identify the main idea by gathering supporting details. Readers will work on having a better understanding of the subject by comparing texts. Students will have a better understanding of what they are reading by teaching it to a partner. Readers will take notes by creating boxes and bullets. 















































This month we will be working on informational writing. Writers will grow topic ideas by thinking what could I teach my classmates. Writers try out their ideas by writing book blurbs that will interest readers. Writers will plan how their books will go by planning a table of content and subheadings. Writers will revise by zooming in on each paragraph and thinking about whether it all fits. Students will use commas and quotations when using dialogue. We will spell grade appropriate words correctly.  








In math we are learning geometry. Students will add and subtract whole numbers. We will learn to solve multiplication facts mentally. Students will draw semi-circle protractor to measure and construct angles. Students will learn to identify attributes of a polygon. 





This month we will be learning about European exploration. Students will identify land claims by European countries in the Western Hemisphere. We will identify explorers who traveled to the Western Hemisphere. Students will also work on locating places on the map by using latitude and longitude.





This month we will be studying Earth Science. Students will differentiate between rocks and minerals. We will classify rocks as Sedimentary, Igneous or Metamorphic. Students will investigate record and describe the topography of the earth’s surface. They will investigate record and explain the variables that affect erosion and deposition. Students will also investigate and explain how weathering leads to the formation of sediment. 





The fifth graders are researching about the 50 states. They are creating brochures to display information about the interesting places to visit within the states they have selected to research about.
