In January we will be reading historical fiction books. Students will engage in Accountable talk within the genre. Readers stretch their imagination by envisioning the setting and characters in the time period. Readers understand the elements of the genre and how it affects the plot. Readers think about the deeper meaning of the story. 


















































In writing we will be working on historical fiction. Writers create characters that fit within the historical period. Writers create a problem that is realistic for the period of time. Writers show how the period affects the solution to the problems. Students will also develop well-organized stories and spell grade appropriate words correctly.  





In math we are working on estimation and computations. Using estimation to solve addition and subtraction problems. Multiplying multi digit number. Using partial products algorithm. Students will compare numbers up to 1 billion.











This month we will be learning about colonial life. Students will learn why the colonists came to the Americas. Identify the distinct characteristics of the New England, Middle and Southern colonies. Understand Colonial Life in New York before the Revolutionary War.





In science we will be learning about electricity and magnetism. Observe, describe, and investigate the evidence of energy transfer in electrical circuits. Investigate properties of magnets: Magnets attract or repel certain objects and each other; Magnetic forces can operate on objects across distances and through materials. Describe how electricity can be helpful or harmful.
