ITEM(S) FOR CONSIDERATION: 
 

1. The Gallup Organization/Online Teacher Insight 
 

Service(s): The Division of Human Resources (HR) is requesting an extension 
of time for performance for the contract with The Gallup Organization for the 
Online Teacher Insight Interview.  The online interview tool is used to quickly 
and effectively assess a large volume of applicants and source the highest 
quality applicants to principals.  Each applicant takes a 40 minute survey as 
part of the teacher application process.  The Gallup system, utilizing extensive 
data and research, aids in the identification of teachers who possess qualities 
consistent with those of the best teachers who are more likely to succeed in an 
urban environment. 
 
This was originally awarded by way of an RFP but the ensuing contract 
started later than originally planned.  Mistakenly, the actual end date of the 
contract term was not adjusted to reflect the originally contemplated three 
year term.  As such, less than 18 months of an expected three year term will 
have elapsed when the contract expires, and less than one third of contracted 
service will have been completed.  This request also encompasses HR’s desire to 
expand the use of this tool as part of its recruitment screening process, 
including an additional year in order to continue training principals and use 
the Online Teacher Insight Interview to enhance The Department of 
Education’s hiring capabilities.  
 
The term of the contract will be from July 1, 2007 through June 30, 2010, at a 
cost not to exceed $707,390.

2.  Student Support Services Program (2 Vendors) 

 
Service(s): The Office of Youth Development is requesting a five-month extension 
for 2 Student Support Services contracts to allow the vendors to continue to 
provide services to students for the remainder of the 2006-2007 school year.  One 
prior extension of the program’s original term, from September 1, 2001 to August 
31, 2006, had been granted, extending the contract end dates to January 31, 2007.    
 

 New contracts for these services are to be awarded via a competitive solicitation, 
but those awards will not occur until after January 31, 2007.  This request is for 
an extension of these six contracts from February 1, 2007 to June 30, 2007, 
representing a total cost of $800,000.
