In the event that no eligible parent member is interested in running for the sole Officer position of President, the Association may take nominations for the positions of Co-Presidents.  Co-Presidents must assume the duties of the President as outlined below.  The term of office for Co-Presidents shall be one year as outlined below.

Current Bylaw: Article VI – Meetings: Section 1.  General Membership Meetings
1.1 The General Membership meetings of the Association shall be held on the dates decided by the Executive Board in September of each year, at 7:00 pm, unless such day falls on a legal or religious holiday.  In such instances, the meeting shall be held on the following available day or previous day as determined by the Executive Board.  Written notice of each Membership meeting shall be distributed in all applicable languages, where possible.  A ten (10) calendar day notice shall be required prior to the scheduled meeting.  The date of distribution shall appear on all notices.
