· We will be using the Envision Mathematics program beginning in September.  The program will be used in our Kindergarten through Fifth grade classrooms. · We also had a staff developer from Math in the City, (City College of New York) work with all of our teachers in grades K-5 to model strategies for automaticity of basic facts and solve problems through mathematic investigations.  We also have a math coach who works closely with teachers to support math instruction.

· In February our school celebrates Mathematics and the 100th Day of School. During this month, our hallway bulletin boards reflect our commitment to Mathematics. We apply grade appropriate activities as we celebrate the 100th Day.

· Math Honor Roll is displayed on our Hallway Bulletin Board to celebrate students who master their basic facts.
