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WELCOME TO MRS. DATTEY’S MATH CLASS 804

Dear Student and Family Members,


Our class is about to begin an exciting year of Pre-Algebra.  Some of the topics we will study include Algebraic Expressions & Integers, Solving equations & Inequalities, Decimals & Equations, Factors, Fractions & Exponents, Operations with fractions, Ratios, Proportions & Percents, Linear functions & graphing, Spatial Thinking, Area & Volume, Right triangles in algebra, Data analysis & Probability, and  Non-Linear functions & Polynomials. We will develop our critical thinking and problem solving abilities as we grasp an understanding of pre-algebra.

The goal of the course is two-fold: To prepare for the 8th grade state exam and to establish a foundation for 9th math, algebra.  In order to achieve our goal I ask for your contribution in the form of encouragement, ensuring the completion of homework, enforcing good study habits and any assistance you could possible give to your student.  Your interest in your student’s work helps emphasize the importance of mathematics and its usefulness in daily life.

I will be using an online grade book, SNAP GRADES.  This tool will give you and your child access to grades, assignments and to me electronically. Your child will bring home a letter with the directions for signing on.  Please complete the steps to ensure proper enrollment into the system so that we can communicate effectively throughout the school year.  Each parent/guardian will be assigned a unique password separate from their spouse and child, which you may choose to change once you sign in.  Please use the email address you check most frequently when signing up since I will be using it to communicate with you. 
GRADING POLICY
60%-Assessments 
Tests will be administered at the conclusion of each chapter; quizzes may or may not be announced and will be an assessment of one or more units in a chapter.
40% -Tests (Chapter test, Mid-term exams, and Final Exam)

All tests will be taken in class. If a student is absent without a written excuse such as a doctor’s note student will be given a zero.  If student is caught cheating or helping another student to cheat on test, a score of zero will be assign to the student(s).Students with excused absence have a day to take the exam. The lowest test grade will be dropped. Mid-term and Final exam will be counted as two tests.

15%-Quizzes (Unit and pop quizzes)

(The test taking guidelines apply to quizzes as well.)

5% - Projects (Chapter projects)

The class projects will be accompanied by rubrics explaining all the expectations of the task and its equivalent grade.

All homework must be done at home, on loose-leaf paper with appropriate school heading on each page, pages stapled, and turned in at the beginning of class.  Student must write the instructions, the questions, show his/her work and record final answer.

20%-Homework
Homework must be completed at home, on a presentable graph loose-leaf with proper headings.

Unexcused Late-No Note or Invalid Note/Student forgot to do homework.

Homework graded in class will not be accepted late if student was present on the day of assignment
